Federal Program Background

The HPP preparedness program has been authorized through federal fiscal year 2008. Congress has appropriated funds to support the program. In accordance with the HPP cooperative agreement hospitals and other healthcare systems are eligible to receive funding for projects that are in accordance with the HPP Overarching Requirements, Level One and Two Priority Areas. The HPP Region 3 Board has determined a specific regional focus around areas related to the Overarching Requirements, Level One and Level Two Priority Activities.

-Mobile Medical Assets

-Pharmaceutical Caches

-Personal Protective Equipment

-Decontamination
Distribution of funds has been prioritized by the Regional Healthcare Preparedness Board. Regional Guidance for the above areas is reflected in the attached Region 3 FY 08 Grant Guidance (attached). Applications will be received by the RHPB and reviewed for priority with recommendations for funding forwarded to the State of Oregon Public Health Emergency Preparedness (PHEP) for review. Awardees will be notified by the State of Oregon Department of Human Services and contracts sent by the Oregon Association of Hospitals and Health Systems.

Please submit a grant proposal using these instructions. Incomplete applications will be returned. Please limit your application to no more than 2 pages. 
1. Provide name and address of the organization to which the award will be issued.

2. Provide name, phone number, fax and email of the contact person

3. Describe what circumstances have created the need for this request (reference the HPP Overarching Requirement or Level One or Two Priority Area(s) to be addressed)

4. Describe how the funds are to be spent. (include equipment list, bids, trainings, proposals, etc.)

5. Provide detailed information regarding other sources of funding your organization has received to assist in meeting these goals. 

6. How will funding of this project affect local/regional response capabilities?

7. How will your organization collaborate with regional partners in the development of this project, if applicable
8. Explain who will be the responsible party for the proposal.

9. Provide or attach a timeframe for completion of the project, draft budget and copy of your organizations ICS chart. (All funds must be expended by August 8, 2009)
