Executive Summary

Douglas County reviewed and updated its Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan in The update
process over seen by the NHMP Steering Committee, included a review of the  isting NHMP,
the 2008 Natural Hazard Analysis, a County wide Natural Hazard Survey (i are found in
Appendix C) and a City Natural Hazard Survey. The original 2004 NHMP, two Steering
Committee’s, one for Inland Douglas County and one for Coastal Douglas . The 2009

update only had one Steering Committee, and used the Coastal PAC in place  a second
Steering Committee.

The NHMP Steering Committee met four times in 2009 reviewing and sugge edits to the
Plan. Sections of the Plan were assigned to each Committee member, with expectation
that they would take the lead in the discussion on how to update that particular

Plan when the Steering Committee met. Sections were assigned to a Ct member
based on professional experience and knowledge. For example, Wayne , Douglas
County’s Emergency Manager was asked to take the lead on discussing the T. nami Section,
and what updates were needed. Wayne played a significant role in the update to the Tsunami
Alert System in Douglas County. This expert knowledge that Wayne had about  updates to
the Tsunami Alert System, was then added to the Tsunami Section of the Plan. The draft
updates to the NHMP were then presented to the public through the County’s

Involvement Program. The County’s Citizen Involvement Program is comprised  Nine
Advisory Committee’s which cover the entire County. The sixty PAC member’s also given
a Natural Hazard Survey, the results of which are in Appendix C attached.

The Steering Committee which was comprised of professional in the fields of

Management, Firefighting, Community Wildfire Protection Planning, National

Insurance Program (NFIP) Administration and provision of Public Utilities all sections
of the plan, and identified the following needed changes.
